The HMORN and Clinical and Translational Science Awards (CTSAs)
Another avenue of synergy is between HMORN projects and NIH-sponsored Clinical and Translational Science Awards (CTSAs) - a key element in the NIH Roadmap initiative. NIH has taken steps to re-engineer the clinical research process by creating a national network. The aims are transforming how clinical and translational research is performed, and speeding translation of bench science to testable interventions and translation of interventions into improving patient outcomes. 
The CTSA program is being administered by the National Center for Research Resources (NCRR). The program links together 60 integrated CTSA-funded institutions. To date, 13 of the 18 U.S. HMORN members partner with academic medical centers on 12 funded CTSAs. 
Therefore, through various scientific and community engagement translation roles, this HMORN collaboration will be well-positioned to leverage efforts of the CTSAs in a more integrated fashion than for CTSAs at individual academic centers that are not linked to these types of large community-based networks and associated embedded research units.
