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HMO Research Network 
Memorandum of Understanding
This Memorandum of Understanding (the “Agreement”) is entered into on ____________, 2009 (“Effective Date”), by and between the undersigned member organizations of the Health Maintenance Organization Research Network (“HMORN”).
Whereas, the undersigned members of HMORN (“HMORN Members”) desire to collaborate on federally funded projects conducted by HMORN Members;

Whereas, the HMORN Members would like to establish a Subcontract Template and Data Use Agreement (“DUA Template”) that will be used for each collaborative project; and
Whereas, the purpose of this Agreement is to approve the Subcontract Template and DUA Template, which contain the terms and conditions for each collaborative project.
The parties agree as follows:

1.   The HMORN Members shall use the Subcontract Template, and DUA Template, attached hereto as Exhibit A and Exhibit B respectively, and which are incorporated herein by reference, as the preferred Subcontract Template and DUA Template for federally funded projects conducted by HMORN Members.  Since each project will be funded by different federal sponsors, the HMORN Members agree that the terms and conditions of the Subcontract Template and DUA Template may be revised to reflect the financial arrangements and other obligations between the parties for each specific study and include any specific terms and conditions included in the Sponsor’s contract with each HMORN Member.  
2.   Every 12 months from the Effective Date the parties will have good faith discussions to consider proposed changes to the Subcontract Template and DUA Template. 
3.   Each HMORN Member reserves the right to terminate its participation in this Agreement by providing 90 days prior written notice to the HMORN Members. 

4.  This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, and counterpart signature pages may be assembled to form a single original document.  

5.   The persons signing this Agreement represent and warrant that they have full power and authority to enter this Agreement on behalf of the entities that they represent.
